Chula Vista Would have been well served by a serious and respectful debate to decide whether we believe direct democracy or representative government is the best tool for deciding the type of land use issues covered by Proposition E.  Whatever the outcome of the vote, we would have made it work and emerged stronger as a community.
Unfortunately we have been confronted by a typical political campaign.  Irrelevant personal attacks and scare tactics based on distortions, half truths and barely plausible exaggerations.

Contrary to widespread confusion, the Chula Vista Taxpayers Association is not the same as, or in any way connected to, the political campaign committee “Chula Vista Taxpayers for Responsible Planning”.  That group is comprised of a number of talented and well intentioned individuals who would happily have played a more a constructive and beneficial role, provided positive leadership from city hall.

Recently, and possibly in violation of the law, a private company was paid $30,000 of taxpayer money to produce an obvious political campaign attack document under the guise of a fair and unbiased study.  The Chula Vista Taxpayer Association has produced an honest analysis of the impact of Prop. E.  We strive to be trustworthy and - provided fair information - we trust the public to make a reasonable and responsible decision on this issue.
